Adapting to wildfire
means being prepared

ALERTS AND WARNINGS
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Evacuation Order means you
must leave now! You are under
an immediate threat and need
to leave as fast as you can.

Evacuation Warning means
that you need to get ready to

evacuate. It’s time to take action

and be prepared to get in your
car and go.

Shelter in Place is ordered
when it is safer for you to stay
in your home than evacuate.
Stay informed to know if the
conditions have changed. You
may need to evacuate or the
emergency may subside.

Red Flag Warnings are issued
when conditions are right for
a wildfire to spread quickly.
This is the time to get ready
to evacuate and prepare your
home for an ember storm.

EVACUATION CHECKLIST

STEP 1: GET ALERTS
